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HOTEL

The host hotel will be the Amway Grand Plaza Hotel, located along the Grand River
in the heart of downtown Grand Rapids at 187 Monroe Avenue.

RATES: Special NSA Convention Room Rates are $105.00 per night for a single or a double, and $125.00 per night for a triple or
quad. These rates are in effect from July 4" to July 17", 2008. Suites are also available for $215.00 to $365.00 per night, based on
availability. An additional tax (currently 14%) will be added to all room rates.
